This reguation prescribes the deign, acqisition, dsplay, dsposition, and ge of flags, gudors, streamers, attomobhile
and arcraf plates, andtabard by Depatment of the Amy (DA) orgarizations and pesonnd. It is the adhority for these
itemsandther basisof isaue. t dso describesthe fags used bythe Presidert, Vice Presidert, officials of the Depatmert
of Deferse (DOD), andhe Chairman ofthe Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS.

1-4. Responsibilities

a. The Adninistrative Assisart to the Secreary ofthe Amy will —

(1) Throughthe Diredor, The Irstitute of Herddry (TIOH)—

() Devdop and approve picies and proceduiefor the Amy FlagProgram.

(b) Monitor the overd operdion ofthe Amy FlagProgram.

(2) Throughthe Dredor, US. Army Certer of Milit ary History, the care andtorage of fags of inadive talle of or-
garization and eqgipmert (TOE) urits and déemine official unit designaions for use on herhldic items.

b. The Depty Chief of Staff, G-1 has staff resporsibility for herddic adivitiesinthe Amy.

c. All commandes (from units to Army commands) will —

(1) Ersure ory flags authorized bythis regudation or deigns approved by TIOH areisplayed vithin the Amy.

(2) OHnain flags only from an athorizedsupdy source.

1-5. Design

a. Flags are dike on boh sides. Design demerts appear on kth sides on flags and gudors andshow onthe oppaite
side &if printedthroughthe material excep as statedin paragraptl-% and c.

b. Lettersand numerds will read fran left to right on bdh sides of the flags and gidors.

¢. When ashoddersleeveinsignia (S9) designis used on alfag,the SS design must appear proper on Hosides of
the flag.

1-6. Materials

Flags designed pmaiily for indoor and paradagplay will nomally bemade of banner rayon or heavyigit nylon with
rayon fiinge. Thee designed pimmarily for oudoor dsplay will be made of njon-wod or heavyweght nylon withou
fringe.

1-7. Restrictions
The fdlowing limitations and profbitions are appcaleto flags, gudons, streamers, and conponernts:

a. Unauhorizeditens. Flags, gudors, streaners, and canponenstha are na describedin this reguation or approved
by TIOH are protbited.

b. Alterations of designs. The dsigns prescribed bythis reguation will nat be dtered excepby auhority of TIOH.

c. Acceptance d donaeditens. Only the Secrdary ofthe Amy is auhorizedto accepor refuse a dontion of herédic
itemsfor use by orgaizaions underSecreaary ofthe Amy jurisdiction. Offers will be procesed accorthgto AR 1-100.

d. Isue d partially competed flags. When athorized by TIOH, paialy completed orgaizaiond coors may be
issued bythe US. Army Tank-Auomotive and Amamerts Command, Clothing and Herllry Office, Produd Suppot
Integraion Diredorae, 700Robkins Avenue,P.O. Box 57997, Philaddphia, PA 191117997, penthg approvhof the
cod of amsfor tha organzaion.

e. Unauhorized wse d official flags, gudons, andstreames. Thereis nolaw tha pemitsthe sae, loan, or donton
of flags, gudors, orstreamersto individuds or orgaiizations nat in the military service excepasindicaedin paragraps
1-7¢(1) and (2). Dsplay or wse of flags, gudons, andstreamers or repi cas thereof,induding those presertly or formeny
cariied by US. Army units, by aherthanthe office,individud, or orgaizations for which auhorized,is protibited excep
asindicatedin paragraph 1-€(3).
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(1) Educéiond institutions may purchaethe US. Army flag with streamers or the Amy Field flag forthe wse ofther
military studerts when an Amy officeris detail ed & professor of military science. Thénstitution must be of cdlegelevd
with an athorized Senor Reserve Offcers Training Corps (SROTC) unit assgned. Thee flags may be purchsed fran
the US. Army Tank-Auomotive and Amaments Command,Clothing and Herklry Office, Produd Suppot Integraion
Diredorate, 700Robhins Avenue,P.O. Box 57997 ,Philaddphia, PA 191117997.Sales must be pad for by cetified
check ormoney order and purckad bythe institution. Approprated fung are ne auhorized for purchse ofthe US.
Army flag orthe Amy Field flag for eductond institutions in the Reserve Offcers Training Corps (ROTC) program.

(2) For retired generaofficers, see chager 3,sedion IV.

(3) At medingsand on cemmonia occaions, recogiized US. Army organzaiond asodations may dsplay a refica
of the orgareation’s distinguishing flag andthe orgaization's subordnate canmand fags (dl withou streamers). These
flags must be manufadured fram drawings andspedfications furnished by TIOH and procured eonerdaly. Requests
for drawings must be submitted bythe orgaizaiond asdation presidert or exective secrdary to the Dredor, The
Institute of Herddry, US. Army, 9325 Guston Road,Building 1466, Room S112,Fort Belvoir, Virginia 22066-5579.

(4) Commandes of whde branch reignents may auhorize orgaredions to canmerdaly procure a relpca of the
branch regnental flag. Thee flags must be manufadured fran drawings andspedficaions prepared by TIOH and fur-
nishedto the branch proponén

f. Carrying d nonnilitary organizationd flags. U.S. military pesonnd in uriform orin dvilian dothing atdingin an
official capagty will nat carry fags of veterars groups or aher nomilitary orgaizaions; however, commandes may
auhorize military pesonnd to carryState andterritorial or naiond flags during military cerenonies.

g. The pivate e a display. The pivate unoffcial use or dsplay of paitiond cdors, distingushing flags, organza-
tiond cdors, or gudorsis prohibited. Indvidud flags for retired generbofficers may be dsplayed & spedfiedin chaper
3,sedion IV.

h. Unserviceabeflags. Unsenicealbe flagswill nat be wsed for bannesor any dher purpse. When alfgis nolonger
suitable for dsplay, it will nat be cat aside or wedin any waytha may be vewed & disrespedful. If not preserved &
spedfiedin chapers 2, 5, 6, and 10t will be detroyed pivately, preferally by burring, shreddng, or bysome aher
methodtha does nat showirreverence oridresped to the 1ag.

Chapter 2
Flag of the United States

2-1. Autho rization

a. The fag ofthe UntedStatesis thesymbad of our ndion. The uion, white stars on a feld of due,is the honor pint
of the 1ag. The uion ofthe 1ag andhe flagitself whenin canpany with other fagsis dways giventhe honor psition;
for exanple, themarching right, the 1ags own light or an olserversleft fadngthe fag.

b. The fag ofthe Unted States must always be of currehdesign & prescribed by Title 4, Unted States Code,Chapter
1 (4 USCChagper 1). The Us. flag will dways be dsplayed or caiedin cerenonies when any ther fags are dsplayed
or caried.

2-2. Time and occasion for display

a. The fag ofthe Urited States will be dsplayed otdoors a al Army install ations.

b. Orly one fag ofthe Unted States will be fown & onetime & any coninertal United States (CONUS) Army instal-
lation, excepas auhorized bythe instalation canmander. Istalations, which have ther Feder& agenges as tenarts,
may pemit those Federd agencesto dsplaythe US. flag on orin frort of their fadlity.

c. The fag ofthe Unted States is the ory flagtha may be fown from a lagpde over aCONUS Army install ation
unlessan exceponis grarted & spedfied béow. Howeverthe Minuteman fag, the Prisoner of WafMissingin Action
(POW/MIA) flag,the Retiree fag,the Senice 1ag (Gdd Star flag), orthe Commanderin-Chief's Install ation Excélence
Award flag, when athorized, may be fown beneth the fag ofthe Urited States withou referrd for excepion. The
POW/MIA flag will be fown beneth the fag ofthe Urnted States on Amed Forces Day, the third Saturdayin May;
Memorial Day,thelastMondayin May; Flag Day,June 14 Independence Dayuly 4; Nationd POW/MIA Day; Veterars
Day, Novenber 11 and on ocs@ns whentheinstalationis hasting POW/MIA activities. TheRetiree fagmay be fown
on Veerars Day or occaions whentheinstl ation is sporsoring adivities for retirees such & open hose or reiree day.
No morethan one liag will be dsplayed béow the flag ofthe Urited States and,if displayed, vill be approinately 6
inches bdow the flag ofthe Unted States. Commandes of ACOMs, ASCCs and DRUs havethe auhority to athorize
the lying of aher 1ags (such @& the POW/MIA flag)in addtionto tha of the flag ofthe Urnted States. Oveseas com-
mandes havethis same auhority subjed to appicaleinterndiond agreenert.

d. The fag ofthe Urited States shoud be dsplayed vith foragn naiond flags at overseas instal ations accordng to
appicale interndiond agreenents.
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e. The fag ofthe Unted States will be dsplayed ddy from revell e to retred.

f. ACOM, ASCC and [RU commandes may auhorize pemanern or semi-pemanen (morethan 1 week atime)
24-hour dsplay ofthe fag provdedthe fagis propety ill uminaed with its own source oflight during hous of darknes

g. Locd or installation canmandes may auhorize righttime dsplay of the flag ofthe Unted States during spedal
evens or onspedal occaions, providedthe fagis propety illuminaed.

2-3. Sizes and occasions for display

a. Nationd flagslisted béow are for otdoor dsplay.

(3) Field flag—®6-fod 8-inch hast by 12-fod fly, of approvedmaterial. The feld flagmay be dsplayed fran a flag
pole orly when dstingushed \vsitors are preert and oty with the paitiond field flag.

(8) Unionjack—The uionjack comsistsof a Hue bae with white stars similarin dl respeds to the union ofthe 1ag
of the Urited States. The umonjackis flown onships at anchor otied up &pier. When fown with the 1ag ofthe Urited
States, the unionjack will bethe same size athe unon ofthe naiond cdor beéng flown.

(9) Grave decoteon flag—74inch hast by 11inch 1y, of caton muslin.

(10) Auomobile flags—

(&) 124inch hast by 18inch 1y, of approvednateria, trimmed onthreesides with fringe 1 12 inches wide. Ths flag
is to be dsplayed with theindividud auomobile flag ofthe Presidert and Mce Presidert of the Unted States.

(b) 184nch hast by 26inch 1y, of approvedmaterial trimmed onthreesides with fringes 1 1/2 inches wide. Ths flag
is to be dsplayed on atomobiles of individuds listedin tabe 3-1.
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b. Naiond flagslisted béow are forindoor dsplay and for sein ceranonies and parade For these purpaes, the fag
of the Urited States will be of rayon bannetath or heavywight nylon, trimmed onthreesides with gdden ydi ow fringe,
2 1/2 incheswide. k will bethe same size orlargerthan dher fags displayed or caied d the same time.

(1) 4-foot 4-inch hast by 5foat 6-nchfly. Thissize flag will be dsplayed wththe US. Army flag, orgaizationd flag
of ACOMs, pasitiond cdors (tabde 3-1), the Corps of Cadds cdor, the IstBattalion, 3d Infatry cdor, the 4-fod 4-inch
by 5-foa 6-inch chapkflag andheindividud flag of a genetafthe Amy.

(2) 3-foot haist by 4foct fly. This size fag will be dsplayed with the Amy Field flag, dstinguishing flags, organza-
tiond cdors, andinstitutiond flags of the same size. k will aso be dsplayed within the officeslistedin ¢ béow when no
other paitiond or orgaizaiond flags are athorized.

(6) Subordnate dement of the US. Army Recrtiting Command.

(7) ROTC urits.

(8) SES employee for pemanern retertion.

2-4. Position and manner of display

a. Ceremories and paades.

(1) The fag ofthe Urited States will be carred on # ceramonia occaions whentwo ormore canparies or an appro-
priate honor guard p#cipaes. It is dways displayedin the paition of honor.

(2) Whenthe flag ofthe Urited States is cartiedin a proceson with ather fags, the gace ofthe 1ag ofthe Urited
Statesis onthe marching right; or, if thereis aline of aher flags, in front of the ceter ofthat line Gee fg 2-1).

(3) The fagshoud never be caied 1at or hoizortaly but dways aoft and free.

(4) Whenthe fag ofthe Urited States is displayed fran a velicle, the staff of the fag will be damped frmly to the
right front fender.

(2) On a tosed caket, the fag will be pacedlienghwise, with the urion & the head and ovéheleft shouder ofthe
deceaed.

c. Flag ofthePresidert of the Urited States of America.

d. Flag ofthe VicePresidert of the Unted States of America.

e. State andterritorial flags. Nomally, State flags are dsplayedin order of adhittance otthe State to the Urion. How-
ever,theymay dso be dsplayedin dphabdicd order sing the Endish dphabe. Teriitoria flags are dsplayed afer the
State flags eitherin the ordeithey were recogmed bythe Urited States or dphabéicaly.

f. Milit ary orgaizationd flags of the Senvicesin order of precedence.

(1) Unted States Army.

(2) United States Marine Corps.

(3) Unted States Navy.

(4) United States Air Force.

(5) Unted States Coast Guard.

g. Military orgatizationd and dstingushing flags within aService by echion. The fag forthe regmerta corps will
have precedendmmedately beforethe regmertal proponetis command fag. The regnerta corpsflag will never have
precedence above arCAOM flag.

h. Individud and paitiond flags in order of rank petade 3-1.For the purpee of order of precedencthe term
“individud flags’ includesthe DASES flag.

2—6. Prohibitions

a. Nolettering or olped of any knd will be paced orthe flag ofthe Urited States.

b. No aher fag or pennanwill be paced abov¢he flag ofthe Urited States or, if onthe same levd, to the light of the
flag.

Aseparde req-
uisition for each othese itemsis requred. The regisitions shoud besubmitted orine 4 http://www.herddry.amy.mil.
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(2) Flags and atomobile dates for generhofficers will be furnshed bythe US. Army Tank-Auomotive and Ama-
ments Command, Clothing and Herlary Office & prescribedin AR 725-1. (Automobile flags areissued oty uponspe-
cific requst by the generbofficer).

(3) To expeite suppy, the fdlowinginformation must beshown on reqisitions for cortrolleditems:

(a) The offcial designaion ofthe reqiring urit.

(b) The corretinscription for streaners as degemined bythe US. Army Cenrter of Milit ary Hstory. The acceries,
if apdicalde and requed, such & a flagstaff, streamer set attachmerts, or streaners shoud be reqisitioned &the same
time. A copy ofthe Lineage and HoneiCettificate or dher veificaion of enitlemert provided bythe US. Center of
Milit ary History will accanpanythe reqisition.

10-3. Care of flags

a. Geneal. All flags and coors manufat¢ured of rayon banneldath will be rdled careflly on a cardboartube and
wrapped \ith tissue paper. Under ndrcumsiances will these flags and cdors be fdded orjammed into atube.Flags,
codlors, gudors, andstreamers will never be ribed onthe staff while we or danp bu will be hung lfat urtil dry. When
flags are nd in use, they will be caed. Cases made of duck loth, in accordance ith the latest revision of spedficaion
MIL—C-3680 are afoll ows:

(1) Type | —Presidert of the US. flag.

(2) Type Il — Indvidud and orgaizaiond cdor 4-fod, 4-4nch hast by 5-fod, 64inch 1y.

(3) Type lll — Indvidud and orgaizaiond cdors 3-foat hast by 4-fod fly.

(4) Type IV — Audomobile flags.

(5) Type V — Gidors.

(6) Type VI — US. Army flags.

b. SHpmen. To ersuresafe ddiveryin shipping rayon bannerath flags or cdors, theymustbe rdled on a cardboard
tube, covered cardfy with tissue paper, hedly wrapped andied, andmarkedlegbly.

c. Preservation. Flags, espedally those manufadured of rayon bannedath, are expesive items of equpmert. To
obtain maximum service, paticular atertion will be gvento ther preservaion. Rayon bannerloth flags will nat be
displayed otdoors excep during cerenonies. They wil bethoroughy prateded fran moisture and dst, which cawse
brittlenessor ra. There are rtgprescribedmethodsto preparetrea, mourt, or dsplay flags retained for listoric purpcses.

d. Clearings. Senicealbe flags tha have becme soiled or waer sainedmay be ¢eanedn the manner bet suited for
the 1ag material. Waer-stained rayon bannerdath will first be dry ¢eaned. Ifspots remain, lag may belaunderedn
warmm water with amild deergen. When caonpletely dry, it shodd be presd on astandardsteam press Indoor fags
shoud be hantedindividudly andin a dgnifiedmanner. Theyhoud na bemingled with ather aticles beéng deaned or
launderedFlags are noto be réurned for ¢eaningto the US. Army Tank-Auomotive and Amamerts Command,Cloth-
ing and Herlry Office.

10-4. Replacement

a. The fagsnowinthe pssssion of orgaizaions will be wsed uril nolongersenicealbe. When refacanent is made,
thesize and dsign ofthe repacanent will be & prescribedin this reguation.

b. When rayon 5. Naiond flags, U.S. Army flags, Army Field flags, organzationd cdors, distingushing flags,
guidors, andstreamers of adive urits became ursenicealbe, they are nbto be reurnedto the US. Army Tank-Auomo-
tive and Amaments Command,Clothing and Herllry Office for repar. Theitemsmustbe cetified ursenvicealte bythe
commander, head of dffe, or dsignaed official. Requisitions for redacemert items will bearthe cetifier's cetificae
stating “itemsprevously issued were found urtffor service bythe orgareaionto whichthey béong,” and “repacenert
is requred dueto fair wear andear.” The renarks block of the reqisition must show the official designaion of the
orgarization and headquears or office requsting the item. Funded reqisitions are reqired forthe US. Nationd flag,
the US. Army flag, andhe Amy Field flag.

10-5. Disposition of flags and guidons

a. Demolilized aganizations.

(1) TheSecrdary ofthe Amy has the adhority to dspose of cdors, standard, and gidors of demobilized Amy
orgarnizations as foll ows:

(@) Those broughinto Federd service bythe ARNG of aState will be reurnedto tha State upon requs of its Gover-
nor.

(b) Thosetha canna be réurned under paragraph 1@&€(b)(a) may, upon requs of its Governor, besent to the State
tha, as degemined bythe Secraary of the Amy, furnishedthe majority of members of the orgaizaion whenit was
formed.
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(c) Thosetha cannad be réurned orsert under paragrapilO—(1)(a) and (b), above il be ddiveredto U.S. Army
Tank-Auomotive and Amamerts Command,Clothing and Herlry Office forsuch ndiond use & the Secreaary ofthe
Army may dred.

(2) Titleto cdors, standard, and gidors of demobhili zed orgairations of the Ammy remainswiththe US. Govermnert.

(3) No cdor, standard, or gulon may be dsposed of undethis sedion uress provisions tha aresatisfactory to the
Secrdary ofthe Amy have beemade forits preservadion and care (10 8IC4565).

b. Flags capuredin war. Statutory authority of disposition of lags cagguredin waris as foll ows:

(1) “TheCongressshdl havePowerto.. make Rules concering Captures on Land and War.” (Article 1,Sedion 8,
Clawse 11, US. Constitution.)

(2) All flags, standard, and cdors taken bythe Amy from enamies of the Urited States will besent to the Secrdary
of the Amy (The Administrative Assisart to the Secrdary), Washington DC 20316-0105 éee 10 L5C4714).

10-6. Exhibit of historic flags

a. The pdicy and procedussn this reguation will governthe exlibit of historic cdors, distinguishing flags, gudors,
andsuch streamers as areintegrd pats of organzations ontheinadive list of the Amy (see AR 735-5 for instructions
petainingto accoutahbility and reponrsibilit y).

b. Commandesare encouragetd retain orgamzaiond flags of unitsin procesof inadivation andor to withdraw fags
from historicd storage &the US. Army Certer of Milit ary History. Public exhibit of such fags will stimulate and perpte
uae urit and pulic interestin the history andtradtions of the Amy. Requestsfor aboveitems for the purpse of exhibit
will be addresdto the US. Army Certer of Milit ary History, Museum Division (AAMH-MDM), 102Fourth Avenue,
Building 35,Fort McNair, Washington DC 20319-5060. Each reque¢will cortain a deeil edstatemert including, bu not
limitedto, the fdlowing:

(1) Listof itemsdesired.

(2) Positive idertificaion of eachtem by the orgareaionto which each blengs.

(3) Anticipaed advatagesto be ganed bysetting upthe exlfibit.

(4) Historicd asdation or réationship of theitemsto theinstallation wherethe exfibit is propased.

(5) Exat propaedlocaion ofthe exlibit andjustificaion for chace ofthis locaion.

(6) Personnd and faditi es avdlade for safeguaréhg and preerving itemsto ersurether readnessfor returnto or-
garization orto their historicd lined descendaits, upon recpt of instructions from the Office ofthe Certer of Milit ary
History.

c. Excep for Naiond Guard orgaization items the Office ofthe Certer of Milit ary History may dsapprove any
request for items for exhbhit if review of the statements outlined abovendicaes tha use oftheitemsin the decribed
exhibit will nat bein the best interest of the orgaizaions concerned ardr the condions under wich theitemsto be
exhbited do no provide adequ prdedion.

d. Requestsfor itemsidenified with ARNG organzations will be submitted bythe Ofice ofthe Certer of Milit ary
History throughthe Chief, Naiond GuardBureauto the Secregary ofthe Amy recanmendng adionto betaken.

e. ltemswill betagged ith the orgaizaion's designaion so tha positive idertificaion of eachitem can bemade.

f. The Offce ofthe Certer of Milit ary History will be resporsible for establishing andmaintaining alocaor system to
ersurethat cenrally locaed currehinformationis avalable to supgdy manages.

g. Noitem authorized for exibit will be moved fram the locaion oiigindly approved thou prior approva of the
Office ofthe Certer of Milit ary History

h. Inadive decendams whase flags have been dhborized for exfbit at installations are etitled to havethese items
returnedto their custody if they aresubsequenly readivated. Inthis even, the Office ofthe Certer of Milit ary Hstory
will furnish deailed shipping instructions to the conmandes of installations where reqired items are exfbited. Flags
will be prepared foshipmenrt in accordance ith paragraph 1043 All herddic flags cortainedin this regdation are
nonexpenddie.
