3. For purpaes of rendeng the Coast Guard Enblem in cdor, Coast GuardRedis defined & PMS
179C, andCoast GuardBlueis PMS307C.

4. TheCoast Guard Enblem is shown & Figure 2-1. Tis versionis the orly auhorized
represertation ofthe Coast Guard Enblem.

1. Figure 2-1showsthe only authorized repreenation ofthe Coast Guard Enblem, whichis the
origind and offcial 1966 rendeng bythe Irstitute of Herddry. Qther vesions shdl na be
corsidered or referretb asthe ‘Coast Guard Enblem.’

2. For corsisert brandng andstandardzation, modified or stylized’ vesions of the anblem are
strondy discouraged. Anynodified vesions shdl nat be comsidered a repsertation ofthe
adud Coast Guard Enblem. Addtiondly, dropshadows or aher fourishes which affed but
do nd diredly modify the BEmblem itself are dso strongy discouraged, sithese unnecssary
modifications diminish thelong-estaldished branthg and recogtion vdue ofthe Emblem.

3. Examples of improper rendengs of the Coast Guard Enblem areshown & Figure 2-2, bong
with short exdandions of ther non-canpliance vith thestandard. TIs is nat intendedo be an
al-indusivelist, bu insteadshows common mistakes in design exection. Unathorized
versions of the enblem typicaly display the wrongtext font, misshapen or gl-cdored anchas;
impropety shapedshield, ring orstock, orincorred¢ caors.

Thetext shal be d captal letters, in bock (sars-
serif) font, as shownin Figure 4-1.

2. The cdoring assignmerts for ‘blue’ and ‘red’ & described abovehdl be US. Blue PMS 282
C) and US. Red PMS 193C).

2. In the upper quaer, nex to the hast, is the unon, beng the Coa of Arms of the Unted States,
in dark bue on a whe field, hdf of thelengh of the 1ag, and etendng downthe hast hdfway.

3. The dstinctive emblem of the Coast Guardin blue and wilteis placed vith its certer on dine
with thelower edge ofhe unon and ovethe ceter oftheseverth veticd redstripe fran the
haoist of the 1ag,the anblem coveing a horzortal space ofthreestripes.

4. The approvedigud represertation ofthe Coast Guard enblem, based onthe above deription,
is shown & Figure 5.1.

D. PROHIBITED USES.

2. By federd law, the Coast Guard Esign convey resporsibility and athority as an agehof the
United States. For this reason, the Ersign shdl never be histed or dsplayed aboard prately-
owned propdy, vehcles, or vessls. Instead,the Coast GuardColor (Chager 4)may be
displayedto show suppot for the US. Coast Guard.

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CHAPTER 6. COAST GUARD UNIT EMBLEMS

A. DEFINITIONS.

1. A unit emblemis the deign used by a uit to idertify and dstingush itself from other unts.
Unit emblems can range fnm very simple logas to highly detailed herédic crests

2. A unit crestis aspedfic type of urnit emblem incorpording herédic demerts with a coaof
armsandsurroundng sed. Crestsaretypicdly creded bythe Amy Institute of Herddry for
Coast Guard ctters 154" andlarger, #hough aher unts may uili zether sernvices. The
design dfferences between a uit emblem and urit crestcan beseenin Figure 6-1.

3. A unit emblem is sometimes referredto, incorredly, as a unt patch. Whereaa unt emblem is
the atud design, a uit pachis a produtthat represensthe enblemin embroidered fom. As
a result, these two terms are no interchangede.

B. AUTHORIZATION.

1. The fdlowing unts are athorizedto crede and dsplay an offcial unt emblem:
a. All Headquaters Offices andspedal staff divisions.

b. All Headquaers Units.
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c. All Coast Guard feld canmands (i.e. unts with an G°FAC number andCO/OIC).

2. The re-dsign of an eisting unt emblem is only auhorizedif the currebhartwork is of poor
qudity, urservicealbe, or oudated. Commands shdl exergse dscreionin deemining the
need for a newrablem, asthe exsting anblem may have yearor even decadef history
behndit. In no evehshdl unit funds be sed for deveopmert if the exsting enblem is less
than fve yeas old.

3. If aunt has deveoped a uit crestthroughthe Amy Institute of Herddry, this crest shdl
remain the unt’s official emblem for thelife ofthe unt, and cannbbesupeseded. Shoud a
unit desireto crede aseparae ‘morde anblem’ design & an dterndive to the official crest, in
no cae shdl unit funds be wsedin this effort.

4. Units havng multiple (.e. “Port” and “Starboard”) crews shdl share asingle urit emblem.

5. In orderto maintain unt idertity and cohsiveness emblemsare prokbited for urit
depatmerts andsub-canmands (such @& engneerng depamerts, deached dty offices and
command ceters). Instead, dvisions and dher unt e ements shdl displaythe unt emblem,
thoughit may incorporae addtiond text with the nane ofthe depamert or staff demert.
Figure 6-2 prowdes an exanple ofsuch alayout.

COMMAND CENTER

To ersuretha the enblems of the
Coast Guardmed industry standard for display and reproduion, the unts shal:

a. Unit emblemsshdl be devioped sing a vetor-based at programn such & CordDraw®,
Adobe llustrator®, or Inkscape® (a free progna), andsaved & an .EPSor PDF file for
archiving. Wheresaa raster file (such & .JRG or .GF) is based on ctored pxels, vedor-
format artwork is a series of mathematica curves and cdéor bocks which can be esly
reproduced b in largescde (brow dodges; base signs, €c.) andin snmall scde (cans,
paches, decds, €c.). Dfferencein ddail can beseenin Figure 6-3.

b. Spedficdly prohbited for se & unt emblemsare pheographc montages, raster at (such
as PhotoShop® files), pantings, andscanned &r- dthoughthese designs may be
convetedto vedor format by a profesond.

2. LayertheContert. Vedor unt emblemsshdl be creted andsavedin edtade layess, dlowing
future atistsand produtton spedalists to openthe master vedor file for repaitioning of
elements and repacenen of text (such & a new ctter hanepot).

3. Outline Al Text Elemerts. All text in the ind unit emblem file shdl be conveted fran
edtabe charatersto shapes (‘outlined’) so that theymay be rendered on anyroputer.

4. IncludeCoast Guard Idetificaion. Al unt emblemsshdl legbly incorporae thetext
UNITED STATES COAST GUARD, U.S. COAST GUARD or USGG within the enblem.
Suchtext may appear on a bbar cuter hdl, or within the unt’s name in thesurroundng text
(i.e. “USCGC AHI” or “U SCG MSD KENALI").

5. Remove any Atist Marks andCopyrights. A unit emblem is devéoped by, and propsr of, the
United States Govermmert. Upon conmand approviaand paynert for senvices (if any),the
artist shal release dl copyiights onthe deign, andshdl remove any dstingushing marks
(companylogo, atist signaure, éc.) from the find unit emblem.
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6. Use ofthe Coast GuardSed as Unit Emblemsis Prohibited. As natedin Chaper 1, urit
emblemsshdl na incorporade Coast GuardSed. Ths prohbitionindudesthe wse oftheinner
shield (anchos, white dsk, and cotof ams). Instead,the Coast Guard Enblem shall be wsed.

E. DESIGN RECOMMENDATIONS. CoastGuard uits are gvensignificart discretionto design an
emblem tha matches the spirit andmissons of the unt. The béow recanmenddions may asistthe
unit in creding a dstinctive enblem that will be eay to manufa¢ure and provde maximum vaueto
the unt as anidertifying devce.

1. Avoid Complex Gradernts. While ashift in cdors (an orangde-ydlow sunset, for instance)
canlook verysharp on anmblem, such a céor shift cannd be eaily convetedto Partone
caor assgnmerts, making the design very dfficult for a pinting spedalist to render
accuraely. If graderts are dsired,theyshoud be verysimple and esy to convet to asolid
caorif needed.

2. UseBold, Easily Recognizalle Hemerts. Emblemsshoud na betoo ‘busy’, which happes
whentoo many éemerts are addedb the deign. Insome caes, asimple design can bemore
effedivein canmunicaing a uit’ sidertity andspirit than an ovedy complicaed design.

3. Rely onStandardCleanFonts. The cdor, size, andstyle of fortsin an enblem shoud be
carefuly corsideredto ersuremaximum readabity. Suggested forts are Hévetica for Bock
letters, andClarendorBT Heavy forseiif fonts. Times New Romanis spedficdly discouraged
for use in anblemsdueto its thin ligatures (even when bal), which can be hartb read aa
distance. Similarly, lower-cae letters and ovelly ornde or ‘exreme’ fonts shoud be avaded,
for readabity’s sake.

4. Design within aCircle. A drcleis themostfundiond, costeffedive, and pratcd shape for a
unit emblem; the prodution of decés, paches, cans and dheritemsis muchsimpler with a
circular shapethan any ther. Addtiondly, drcular paches are eaierto sew orto gamers
thanirreguar shapes, and are faresslikely to snag ortear off. Wl e shields, squares,
redangdes, ovds and dhershapes are athorized,they will likely incur hgher produtton ccsts
overthelife of the anblem.

5. AssgnPartone®Colors: ThePantone®Matching System (PMS) is thestandard ctor
reference sed by dsigness, printers andmanufadurers worldwideto ersuretha the ind
produd matches theintert of the deigner. Many vetor prograns are pre-progmramed with
PMS cdor bools, and wil auomaticdly deeminethe correcPMS number for a gven cdor.

6. Incorpordae TimelessSymboals to ConveyMearnng. Avadd dsplay of spedfic Coast Guard
platforms (like cuters, bods, ground velctles, or arcraft) or equpmen (such & computer
monitors, digital storagemeda, and ther quckly-outdated ohjeds). Emblemswith these
kinds of symbadls are rendered ablete a soon a&the gatform or equpmert is removed or
decanmissbned. A far biter approaclis to use timelesssymbals (such @ anchos, triderts,
lightning bdts, and aimals) as done by Ar Station CapeCod (Figure 7-4). An mblem using
only timelesssymbals canliterdly last certuries withou needng significart revision.

Use Contained Hements. Thetext and graples for a unt emblem shoud be réainedinside a
single design demert - often a rope border or lmyedstroke. Hemertstha ‘floa’ withou
connetionto the rest of the design can be very prdematic to reproduce accutely onsignage
and de-cu manufat¢ureditems;Figure 7-5shows floaing and cotainedtext exanples. The
starbust and grayblack backng was addedo the oigind Guf Strike Tean “diamond”
emblem to gve the enblem a drcular shape ando cortain thetext surroundng the gacard.
